Who is
assuming the responsibility of a successful deliverance of a Cree Nationwide assimilation?” On
February 23rd, the voice of the Cree will be heard.

On top of their 2011 Juno for Best Aboriginal Album, the duo was also nominated in four
categories of the Aboriginal People’s Choice Music Awards this past fall. They recently won the
Radio Choice award at the Teweikan gala in Quebec city and last November, CerAmony
garnered Best Songwriter at the Canadian Aboriginal Music Awards.
